We saved these old carignans, the oldest planted in 1911, from 
being ripped out and perhaps that’s why they’ve been giving their 
best. Carignan, treated seriously and respectfully, returns the 
flavour.

With Carignan, you have to taste to judge ripeness— you wait for 
the seeds to be crunchy brown and the moment when you finally 
exclaim “ahh, that’s good…”

When tasting, the sensations that come first are: purety and 
balance. The richness of the fruit and tannins, make this wine the 
perfect seducer. Blackberry color, cherry and leather nose.

Perfect with roast guinea-fowl, lamb, or lasagne.
